The defining characteristic of the Convergent Discovery Style is to produce the 
anticipated/target answer to a question not experienced before. A stimulus (in the 
form of a question, situation, problem to solve, toy) is provided that invites 
reshuffling of known information to produce new or novel cognitive links and 
patterns that rely on logic, and perhaps trial and error, to produce the 
anticipated/target answer. If the learner has been exposed to the 
question-answer previously, then the teaching style and its objectives are no 
longer Convergent Discovery but Practice Style-B
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
